Those present:

Becky French (Parish Clerk), Simon Perkins (Parish Councillor), Edward Brandt (Parish Councillor), Helen Broadbent (Pre-School Secretary), Matthew Feldwick (Pre-School Treasurer).

Deductions for overpayment on last 2 invoices, this is due to the temporary reduction in staffing hours on Tuesdays.  Figures based on actual hours worked for October, payment approx £2200, invoice can include deductions or there can be a separate credit note for the overpayments.

Deputy has given in her notice and leaves at half term which doesn’t give us much time.  This is due to being offered a job closer to her home with less hours but higher pay rate.  Lucy, the current Supervisor, has requested due to her educational commitment to adopt the position of Deputy role as fits in better with her University course enabling her take on the SENCo role once the relevant training is completed.  New Supervisor is therefore being advertised, one applicant has been offered an interview but has not got back to us.  Additional Assistant is also still being advertised as no-one suitable has yet been found with several not turning up for booked interviews.  It envisaged that agency staff will be required to cover the first two weeks after half term, this will enable us to observe any possible new staff with the children before being able to offer them the jobs.

Tesco grant is being used on new equipment, as deadline is end of the month before we will have to give it back.  The first items to arrive have been popular and include new boxes for storing items in the cupboard, this will mean it will soon be a lot tidier!  Older broken items are being removed.  We have purchased a new hand wash station which will hopefully reduce the frequency the children have to use the toilet area to wash their hands.

Open Afternoon resulted in one child already signing up for September 2020.  For the December meeting’s desired figures for January, we are currently only 3 hours off but have 2 new children still to submit their hours which will put us above this requested figure in time for the meeting.  We will be at our maximum on a Wednesday due to the restriction of only being able to use the small hall as Gym Minis  is in the large one.
