	Public participation in accordance with Standing Orders s3 (d – k)

A parishioner questioned whether it was right for a committee in Bristol to make a planning decision, following an appeal, on a building in Ropley. GB explained that the planning inspector would visit the site before making a decision. Anyone who had any comments on the application should send them to the planning inspector. Neighbours are concerned about their privacy should the boundary hedge be removed. The PC will be adding their comments. 
Concerns continue about parking for the Searle and Taylor building. A septic tank could not be emptied as the tanker could not gain access to Darville Road. CL explained that the Travel Plan has still not been finalised, as insufficient parking spaces have been provided. It was pointed out that the concrete apron outside the Dean Stores building should be for customers and not be available for the development. Residents need to put pressure on the planning officer – send photos of any problems that occur. The building cannot be occupied until the Travel Plan has been agreed. 
A parishioner felt that the Coffee Rooms fencing is looking very scruffy. He asked if there were any grants available to replace the fence. GB suggested the Coffee Rooms committee was contacted first to discuss the state of the fence. 
The Hook Lane hedge has only been cut on the south side. Vehicles, especially lorries, are eroding the verges to avoid the overhanging vegetation on the North side. The owner is difficult to contact.
