	Declaration of Interest in respect of matters to be discussed.

	Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council meeting held on 3rd March 2020 - to approve the minutes as a true record.
It was unanimously resolved that the Minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 3rd March 2020 be accepted as an accurate record and were duly signed by the Chairman.

	Public participation in accordance with Standing Orders s3 (d – k)

· A parishioner raised the issue of the site access at 5 acres, station Hill. Planning conditions should prevent developers using Darvil Road as an access route. The Neighbourhood Plan does recommend developments have a construction management plan, which will take in considerations, parking and access routes.

	Recreation ground (DF/GS)
· Football Club have spent funds on goalmouth replacement, which protect the goal posts and mouth of the goal during the football season. This could be considered an intrinsic part of the maintenance of the Recreation Ground and could be covered under the Recreation Ground budget. 

We are likely to make sufficient savings on Recreation Maintenance this year. It was recommended that the Parish Council cover this cost under our Recreation Ground budget £528 including VAT (£440 ex VAT). The Clerk to initiate this payment to the Football Club.
· The play area is closed and remains closed and this is support by the current EHDC policy. 

· Responding to an email sent to the Clerk Cllrs confirmed that there is something of a difference between schools opening, with a high ratio of staff and cleaners on site to maintain safe areas whilst children are present, to the play park, which has no staff and no ability to clean equipment between users. We have had no advice on how any of this could be managed and would be negligent verging on criminal if we allowed access without appropriate systems to manage the safe use of all the equipment whilst the threat of the virus persists.

· MUGA was closed. It is still closed to the general public but the Tennis Club are using it for games and are complying with the LTA guidelines on coronavirus.

· No cricket is currently taking place and is unlikely to take place before August. The nets are out in accordance with the Cricket board guidelines but only to members and not the general public. Signs are on display.
· There is an Elm tree on boundary of the scout lodge and the recreation ground that is not looking healthy. C&D trees were instructed to assess the tree and visited today and noted that it was currently perfectly safe. Thry have agreed to revisit the tree in the summer and again in spring.
