	Apologies for absence
· Jeff Soul (JS) and D. Speed (DS) gave his apologies for the meeting.

	Declaration of Interest in respect of matters to be discussed.
· No declarations of interest were made.

	Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council meeting held on 1st December 2020 - to approve the minutes as a true record.
· It was unanimously resolved that the Minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 1st December 2020 be accepted as an accurate record and were duly signed by the Chairman.

	Matters arising from the minutes.
· Safety netting at Orchard Gate (JN) 
It was agreed to re-engage with the developer over the safety netting.

	Public participation in accordance with Standing Orders s3 (d – k)

· It was reported that the glass in the bus shelter at Dean Lane has been broken for a second time. The resident enquired if there was a transparent plastic material that would not shatter and would save costs of further replacement. GB to contact DS to action. 


	6
	Hampshire County Council Broadband- discussion (CL)
· As of last month, we had 429 registrations including 56 business gives us access to £1.3 million in grants. 
· We sent volunteers out knocking on doors and managed to secure another 98 registrations, including 14 more business. In total we have 527 with 70 businesses, which equates to 1.6 million in funding. We are approximately £170,000.00 short to initiative a project for the whole village.  Several people have suggested that residents bridge the funding gap. At present, we would have to ask for approximately £330 per household and this is quite a considerable contribution to ask for.
· Government have launched a consultation on another round of broadband funding. One of the proposals is to have a scheme which replaces the existing funding scheme. CL to complete consultation and provide suggestions following work in Ropley.
· Several people have suggested that we look at a different style of project to achieve the funding requirements. This would look at slightly smaller schemes based on people’s interest in the project with only the streets with high penetration rate included. We are keeping a record of take up to try and establish where these smaller schemes might occur. 
· CL has contacted Damien Hinds MP to investigate if the 130% funding requirement from Open Reach quote is reasonable. 

· Open Reach have been approached for an additional quote which excludes the areas with direct fibre with Call Flow. This includes 60 houses from Hill Farm Road and Monkwood area. These houses have already received funding from the Call Flow project and would therefore fail one of the tests to qualify for the new vouchers. If we include these houses in our scheme, we will not get any funding for this area, so a new quote has been sort excluding this area.
· A new application has been started which only looks at the high penetration areas. If the original project fails to achieve the required funding, this bid will be submitted.

RNP Allocated Sites, Site 28, Off Hale Close.
· A site meeting was held with owner of site 28 to discuss the initial plans for the site. The developer is working with East Hampshire District Council to provide social housing for the village and aims to provide some low-cost housing for people with local connections.
· The proposal has changed and now proposes 18 units rather than the 14 originally planned for. There is an increase in the affordable units, as well as the market housing.  
· Part of the masterplan for site 28 was land would be set aside for the provision of the Parish Council for a future use. There were also intentions to provide car-parking and an access road for the Church. It was the landowner’s intention to gift the car-parking and associated access road to the Church, but they would rather the Parish Council took ownership. 

· We are receiving a push back on the piece of land which was intended for the Parish Council and this is contrary to the policy we have in the Neighbourhood Plan for site 28. After discussing this, it was felt that an integral part of the Neighbourhood Plan was to provide land for the public in addition to the car park which was part of that policy and we would certainly be looking for this to be upheld.  

We would also like to see the viability statement of the increase of units, prior to any Parish Council comments. 

SP to communicate the thoughts of the Parish Council.
· Winton Farm has sent an email to the Parish Council regarding their proposals for residential planning permission for part of the site at Monkwood. The applicants are aware that the site is outside the settlement boundary and are looking for Parish Council support. 
· Councilors discussed the application and felt they needed to see a full application prior to any support/comment.

· The Parish Council has always stated that light industrial use is not suitable for the site, but policy is such, that there needs to be evidence of marketing activity for the site’s current use for at least 12 months, to assess a change of use as the Local Plan requires you to do.  
· We would be more favorably inclined to the application, if we were to have suggestion for all of the land including the site next door and we would like a suggestion that incorporates the requirements of Monkwood residents to have some smaller houses rather than large dwellings.
