	Declaration of Interest in respect of matters to be discussed.

	Matters arising from the minutes.
· Safety netting at Orchard Gate- The Clerk received correspondence from Fridays Developments, who have been in contact with Enforcement at East Hampshire District Council, to confirm that the matter is now between the original client and the Parish. They have forwarded our e-mail to the original client. The Clerk asked CL if he can help us to engage with the original client. CL to investigate.

	Public participation in accordance with Standing Orders s3 (d – k)
· A parishioner who lives next to Footpath 11 near to Meadow View, Hale Close and Highcliffe complained about the noise of the metal gates closing on the path. it was felt that a thick foam casing may help to prevent the gates knocking when shutting.
· GS & TD to visit and take the appropriate action and report back. 
· The noticeboard in Monkwood needs repairing. JS to action.

	Hampshire County Council Broadband- discussion
· The previous DCMS voucher scheme closed at end of March and they have announced a new national scheme. It is unclear if the Hampshire scheme will also continue.
· We received the revised quotes from Open Reach, which looked at trying to reduce the cost of our existing quote by excluding some properties in Monkwood which were already covered with Fibre with Call Flow (£1.67 million) and then looking at a reduced scheme in the centre of village which had high penetration (£1.63 million). If you add 30% uplift needed by Open Reach to engage, we still do not have the required take up to progress.

· Conversations have started with East Hampshire District Council to investigate if its possible for them to support a local scheme and this is ongoing.

· There are forthcoming elections for both District and County Councillors. The elections are going ahead, and we are encouraging people to apply for postal votes where possible. The deadline is 20th April for postal votes. 

· Physical voting takes place in May and participants have been asked to please bring a mask and your own pen if possible. 
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	Reports of Committees:
I. Highway (DS)
The County Council contacted Rob Humby to seek support for our bid to use section 106 money on the issue of drainage at Gilbert Street/ Gascoigne Lane and to ask them to put this on their list of priorities.

Rob Humby has replied to confirm that Operation Resilience will be undertaking essential work in Ropley. They will continue to look at the area where we want to locate our soakways (in front of Penlan). The soakaways weren’t directly mentioned by Mr Humby, but they have said they intend to look at the ditches and drainage around Gilbert Street. We will keep pushing the issue of soakaways as we have the funds available to cover this work under our section 106 money.
· We have received the results of the Speed indicator Device, which was monitoring North Street traffic. Daily average speeds were 50mph and the 85% is 57mph. There were some very high speeds early morning and late at night. We passed this information to the complainants and provided Police telephone numbers and they are dealing with them directly. 

· The blocked gullies haven’t been cleared so the gully sucker hasn’t been able to return.

· The bollards have been removed on A31 at Ropley Dean, so that they can deliver the modular units at the Chequers site. Highways have confirmed that it is up to the developer to put the bollards back.

· Footpath renovation project (EB) 
The project is progressing.

AGM dates were included in the last edition of the PC magazine.
