	Matters arising from the minutes.
· Orchard Gate safety netting- CL has established contact with the original developer, Friday Street Developments, who are now located in the Chorley in Lancashire and requested a virtual meeting to discuss the implementation of the safety netting as detailed in the approved plans. The meeting date is not yet set.

	Public participation in accordance with Standing Orders s3 (d – k)

· A resident complained about an issue with rodents, reportedly coming from Dean Stores. They were encouraged to contact East Hampshire District Council environmental services.
· Clever Touch parking. CL confirmed that following discussions with Clevertouch he has approached EHDC to determine if an application to use part of the field at the bottom of Station Hill for parking for Clevertouch would be acceptable. Their initial response was that this field is outside the SPB therefore it would not be permitted. He responded that the Clevertouch application also did not meet policy as it provided insufficient parking as required by the Parking SPD, but that did not stop us allowing it. We await a further response. CL has also written to the MD of Clevertouch requesting that he ensure that his staff use only the parking spaces in front of their building or those that they have arranged to use at the Thai Lounge.

· A resident raised an objection to the planning application submitted by Clever Touch for a roof space amenity area. These residents believe the development will look directly into their property. The residents have made objections to East Hampshire District Council. 
· A resident was concerned that Hampshire Highways are not providing the village with notice of road closures. DS to chase.
· SP read out a statement notifying the meeting that Ropley Pre-school had now closed.
· A resident queried if users of the Coffee Room could park at the Village Hall car park if required. TD confirmed that this is possible.

CL provided a written report;

	Report from District Councillor

A written report was provided by CL;

Most of my activity this month is covered by the items above, save the Local Plan. The proposal on the table for discussion is the allocation of a site called Chawton Park for 1200 houses by 2038. The site is to the north of the Watercress Line on Northfield Lane (left on the A31/A32 roundabout as you approach Alton, and under the railway bridge). This is required to meet a target of 11500 houses in the district by 2038 (including the SDNP area). The legal position is that if we do not have a plan that provides sufficient housing (including a 5% buffer) then the Government can impose an additional 15% buffer requirement – which in our case would be a further 90 houses a year – and failure to meet that enlarged target would result in planning control for the district being assumed by central government. This would essentially be a return to the situation locally in 2014 where housing permissions were essentially determined at appeal, with the assumption that permission would be granted in the absence of a local plan. The key discussion points will be around: 

Transport: Is the proposed access to the site through a single lane width bridge acceptable? Housing numbers: Is the target from Government reasonable given that 57% of our district is National Park, and therefore exempt from the housing target regime? 

Is this decision premature while we wait for the detailed transport assessment on all the originally considered sites? I will update you on the outcome at the next PC, although you will probably have read it in the press by then. The good news is that Ropley only has a very small housing allocation proposal within the draft plan – up to 10 houses on the existing Aurea Norma house site on Winchester Road and the field immediately behind it. This will leave us free as a community to decide how much additional housing we want and where it will be located as part of a review of the Neighbourhood Plan which will be required by late 2024.

	Reports of Committees:
I. Highway (DS)
· A meeting was held on 14th July to discuss traffic management and the parking at the Shell Garage, but also to look at the issues with Court Lane and the village with HGVs.

· Speed limit changes have been a focus across the village; particularly at North Street and C18 at Monkwood the SID has been placed on both sides of the road to access the issues. The results to be shared at the September Parish Council meeting. 

· The drainage investigation at Gascoigne Lane keeps slowly moving forward. Dunstall’s Lane and further along needs a little bit more work to solve the flooding issues. The Parish Council currently deploys the Lenghtsman every 2 months to clear the gullies and is a poor design that requires a weir. 
· At Lyeway Lane a parishioner has reported that the 30ph signs have disappeared. DF to investigate.

· The hedge along Vicarage Lane is very overgrown. GB to ask Ropley House to trim back these hedges. 

II. Footpaths (EB)
The footpath across the field from the recreation ground is unpassable due to crops. The landowner has been notified but seems unwilling to cut the path before harvest. The Council recognised the need to monitor the accessibility of this path each year and make sure the path is cleared every year. The pathway must be installed within 14 days of sewing the crops. 

· There are issues with stile at Smugglers Lane & Gascoigne Lane. GS noted that the gate at Gascoigne Lane could be removed, subject to the road safety issues being assessed. If deemed inappropriate then we could look at installing a gate, but we would need to consider the residents and potential noise impact. 
· Footpath renovation project (EB) nothing further to add.
III. Communications (EB) nothing to add.
