	Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council meeting held on 6th July 2021 - to approve the minutes as a true record.
· It was unanimously resolved that the Minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 6th July 2021 be accepted as an accurate record and were duly signed by the Chairman.

	Matters arising from the minutes.
· Orchard Gate safety netting- CL has arranged a meeting with the developer on site for 22nd September. GS to confirm attendance.


	5
	Public participation in accordance with Standing Orders s3 (d – k)
· A parishioner raised an issue along A31, where road signs have been removed and temporary bollards installed. Nearly all of these have been hit and knocked over and this occurs frequently. As Cllrs understand the situation, there is to be one more delivery to Chequers development and these bollards will be removed and the permanent street furniture will be reinstalled.
· A parishioner made a complaint about cars dangerously parked along Gascoigne Lane from the Chequers development. Chair to email developer.
· The path on Gascoigne Lane is obstructed- Chair to email developer 

· Representatives for the village shop provided an overview of the renovation project and attended the meeting to answers any questions.

	Hale Close Development- discussion with Tony Langridge Consultant LTD

Representatives provided an update on the proposals and Councillors were given the opportunity to discuss the plans, particularly the landowner’s withdrawal of the offer to include of land within the development for the benefit of the Parish.
The landowner felt that unless there was a realistic use for the land, then the land wouldn’t be included in the proposal. The developer has provided enough land in the past for the benefit of the community.

Councillors felt that through the Neighbourhood Plan, Parishioners had voted for this proposal based on the inclusion of this land. Should the developer wish to change this proposal then it should go back to the community for consideration.

SP agreed to work with the development team.

	CPRE Hampshire’s Campaign for the potential Designation of the North Hampshire Downs

· DCMS have divided the country into four areas for a new procurement process- Ropley is included in the list of eligible houses for funding.

· Hampshire County Council have indicated that they would like to see a proposal which covers the whole of Hampshire from 1 operator.
· There is concern that operators will be upgrading systems which have already had some improvements. The approach should be to cover areas which have the worse connections rather than improving areas which have already had upgrades.
