	Hampshire County Council Broadband- update
· The new process for applying for funds is progressing and the procurement scheme is likely to start in January.

	Recreation ground (DF/GS)
· Urgent repairs were needed at the Play area following a broken step. A further step is also being replaced at a cost of £225.00 per step. Invoice to follow shortly. 
· PHS will no longer empty our dog bins. DF has a meeting on Friday with a new contractor NORSE to discuss a contract to fulfil this service. Clerk has contacted Iverde via Four Marks Parish Council for an additional quote.
Cllrs agree that Recreation Ground Committee can make decisions on a new contract. 
· The hedge cutting around the village hall will commence on Monday 25th October over half term. 

· It looks like the Lengthsman service may be cut by Hampshire County Council going forward. The Clerk was asked to include a budget line for next year to include a contract this work.
· We have received a quote from C&D Trees for additional hedge cutting and this should be included in next year’s budget.
· GS has investigated the permissive access signs required for the Recreation Ground 3 signs will cost £45- invoice to follow shortly.

· The difficulties with waste collections continues. Garden waste is around a week behind schedule, but other waste is being collected.
· Government reshuffle with Michael Gove as the new Panning Minister. East Hampshire District Council have written a strong letter regarding some of the planning reforms. They would like to reduce the housing numbers for East Hampshire District Council so the figures take into the account the limitations of planning in the National Park areas. 

· East Hampshire District Council are holding a Climate Change conference- Friday at 2pm details on website.

· A meeting with Clevertouch has been arranged to discuss the ongoing issues with parking.

	Reports of Committees:
I. Highway (DS)
Very little has happened since September.

1) I have chased the Gascoigne Lane issue but to no avail. Can't even get replies to e-mails now.

2) Further letters from resident in North Street about speeding. We have re sited the S.I.D. but she insists that that is not good enough and wants the speed limit reducing from 50 to 30mph.

County Cllr has replied and I propose to leave it up to him.

3) I have replied earlier to situation regarding issues around the Chequers development mentioned at the last meeting.

- SP noted that works have commenced to install a pedestrian crossing at Four Marks. Ropley residents may ask again for similar works on Ropley Dean. DS to be asked to explore the potential of such works for Ropley, so that we have an answer for parishioners prior to the issue being raised again. 

II. Footpaths (EB)
To start with, I am grateful to Tim for delivering this report on my behalf as I am in another place. Ironically I am less than 50 yards from the Hall, in the Pavillion at the Shop’s first meeting in two years Otherwise, it seems that the Graham’s have finally weed killed the footpath behind the rec, at long last. Let’s hope that the other footpaths within their “estate” are also similarly dealt with. 

Following consultation with Elliott Rowe, my contact at County, they are also liable to replace, repair, whatever, the style by the Chequers. It is on their land and it is their duty. 

However, we all know that this won’t happen so I would ask Becky on behalf of Parish council to initiate whatever arrangements are necessary to replace what is there with a kissing gate and to have it dog sealed.

The style opposite where Smugglers Lane joins the Petersfield Road also needs replacing but still with a style and also dog sealed. It can’t be a kissing gate as the whole thing is on a slope and it wouldn’t work. It has also been brought to my attention, and I have visited these two footpaths myself recently, that FP’s 10 and 16 are in need of clearance but nothing, I don’t think, that can’t be solved with a strimmer.

Otherwise I will report regarding HALC next month and thanks again to Tim for delivering this.
