· The Local plan continues to be major area of work. The number of potential development sites has been expanded and East Hampshire District Council is exploring these options. A Transport Impact Assessment is currently being completed for all sites and includes Chawton Park Farm. A report in expected in the first quarter 2023 and then revised strategy will be released for public consultation.
· East Hampshire District Council are working on a Green Plan to form part of the supplementary planning documents in the Local Plan. The aim is complete this work in parallel with the Local Plan.
