· A resident asked for an update on the missing bollards on the A31.  DS confirmed that a couple of bollards have been replaced and we wait for the rest to be finalised. DS to chase.
· It was reported that the parking issues on Gascoigne Lane have got worse. There are lorries parking and deliveries on the road. DS & PC Nops to make enquires.
· There were concerns over the planning application at Andross Manor and several residents made comments against the application. Concerns included; overall size and height/elevation of the development. The citing of the new development could increase the elevation of the property and its impact on the surroundings.
The proposal for the annexe was of concern and this included the height, proximity to boundary and effect on the street scene. 

It was claimed that there is no extensive woodland boundary as proposed on the plans. Lighting levels were of concern, and it was felt that planning conditions were required to limit this impact.
It was felt that the building work would require some conditions to protect residents and road users.

Demolition of existing dwelling, annexe and stables; erection of replacement dwelling, garaging and annexe, with associated parking, turning and private amenity space. (FUL) 
Ropley Parish Council object to the current proposed development on this site. The proposed annex is significantly bigger, of greater mass and height than the current annex and of the stable buildings it is looking to replace. Due to its proposed location adjacent to the road boundary the development will create a significant visual impact on the street scene of Andrew’s Lane.
Whilst we can understand the impact of the annex development on the Andrew’s Lane street scene Ropley Parish Council are less able to understand the impact of the main house development on the street scene and the wider environment. Whilst we appreciate the main house is being moved eastwards into the property we are also aware that the land slopes upwards towards the east and therefore the main house development may become significantly more dominate in the neighbourhood due to the topography of the land. RPC would have found the inclusion of a diagrammatical or artists impression of the site helpful in understanding the impact of the main house development on the Andrew’s Lane street scene and the wider countryside.

Due to the locality of the development and the subsequent access we would advise a condition that there are no deliveries to the site before 9am to protect the children who walk along the lanes and wait in them to catch the school bus and also to protect the amenity of the neighbours. In addition we would request a condition that any damage caused to the banks/verges of the lane is repaired completion of the development.

Artificial lighting in a development of this size can pollute the night sky and impact on neighbouring properties if it is not well designed and carefully positioned.
RPC would therefore require any installed lighting
• to provide the minimum amount of light that will deliver its purpose;
• to have no significant adverse effect on the darkness of the night sky;
• to not adversely affect the amenities of adjoining residents; or to affect wildlife habitats.
We would request that any roof windows, the swimming pool windows and atrium include glazing materials which prevent any external spillage of artificial light.
