	Public participation in accordance with Standing Orders s3 (d – k)

· A member of the public raised concerns over recent tree cutting at quarry site on Soames Lane. CL has investigated and confirmed that contractors are working within the granted planning conditions, but these conditions expired last year. A complaint has been raised with the relevant authority. 
· Representatives for Aurea Norma attended and provided a presentation on the proposal for associated land, Ropley Dean for 9 dwellings. Residents were able to view plans and ask questions.

	Hampshire County Council Broadband- update
· The Hampshire broadband project is in the procurement phase and the Community Partnership voucher scheme is now paused. 
· This stage is likely to take 2 -3 months and internet infrastructure providers have been invited to bid for funding for the remaining areas in Hampshire.

· CL has a meeting scheduled 3rd March to discuss what offers have been made for Ropley.

· It is worth noting that Openreach are currently installing fibre connections to the Chequers development.

	Report from District Councillor

· East Hampshire District Council have made the decision to dissolve the agreement with Havant to share a management team and this was approved by both Councils. They hope to have this finalised in time for local elections.
· East Hampshire District Council have set the proposed budget, with a 2% increase, which would see a rise of £2.80 in band D homes. 
· On A32 & A272 average speeding cameras are being installed at a cost of £600,000.

· The issue with mitigating nitrates in planning permission has been resolved, after East Hampshire purchased some land from Eastleigh Borough Council to offset the nitrate runoff from future development. 

· The Local Plan is awaiting the Transport Assessments on various development sites. East Hampshire District Council have also received revised applications from Chawton Park reducing dwellings from 1200 to 850 and Northbrook from 800 to 600 dwelling.
· The Local Plan will be delayed. The District does have a 6 year housing supply so that should cover a delayed period.

	Reports of Committees:
I. Highway (DS)
DS met with Transport representatives to discuss the drainage project around Gascoigne Lane. We put forward our views on what we felt would be suitable and required to reduce the flooding. Most of these ideas were accepted, However, the inclusion of a new soakaway was questioned as this would require Environment Agency involvement, otherwise it looks like we are progressing with the project.

Traffic management

· DS has been looking into the issue of parking in front of Shell garage. We have received a push back from Hampshire County Council who claim the land in question is not Highways. DS to check the planning application to ascertain who owns the land in question.
· At Church Lane and Court Lane signs restricting HGV/lorries have been installed.
· On A31 North Street we have been asked to install more speed indicator signs, however, looking at the road there are quite a few signs and there is a question of how many signs are required and how much impact more signs would have on speeding.
