· Orchard Gate safety netting.
The Parish Council received communication to confirm that the landowner has spoken with the current tenant in the affected property and they do not wish to have the safety netting erected. The landowner also confirmed that they do not wish to pay for this fencing. The Parish Council expressed disappointment in this outcome. DF to write to the developer.

· A company called ‘Truly/ Totally Fibre’ are installing fibre along the A31. They are suggesting that they will launch a service within 3 or 4 months throughout Ropley.

Redevelopment of site to provide nine houses

RPC object to the current proposal as it gives a density of approx 27 houses per hectare which appears out of keeping with the neighbouring area. This high density is more obvious on the east side of the site. 

In addition to the objection above RPC have a number of concerns/comments namely;
1. The access to the site appears insufficient along its length to allow 2 vehicles to pass, this has the potentially to lead to queues forming on A31 waiting to turn into the site.
2. There appears to be no details within the application on the sewage drainage system that will be required in light that the site does not benefit from mains sewage.
3. There are 7 storm soakaways proposed in the development and RPC question whether there will phosphate implications for this site as a result.
4. Whilst we acknowledge that minimum parking standards have been met there is a concern that there will be the possibility of vehicles parking on the road within the site leading to additional access and traffic flow concerns.
5. This development will significantly increase the water run off from the site, RPC need assurance that all run off will be retained within the site and will not flow down on to the A31.
6. RPC request that consideration could be given to enhancing the site boundary either with a native hedging or solid fencing to further reduce views and noise in and out of the site.
7. RPC request that EHDC condition a construction plan that ensure the amenity of the surrounding properties is maintained.

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	Report from District Councillor

· There is now a phosphate regulation on all new planning applications 
· according to density of 1 house per 4 hectares. If homeowners need to replace a septic-tank they will also be liable to these regulations.
· The contract between East Hampshire District Council and Havant Borough Council to share management services is due to be legally terminated by September.

· East Hampshire District Council have located new offices, at a site in Bedford Road. East Hampshire District Council own the building and aim to have it renovated and move in in by Autumn. They hope to save approximately £300,000.00 net each year from this move.

· There has been an issue with a property on A32 at Woodside Farm where ancient woodland has been felled. East Hampshire District Council are working with DEEFRA and Natural England and this could go to prosecution.
· The planning application at Andros Manor has been suspended whilst the planners consider listing the building.
